-and-seek or on the sports field, children develop a keen sense of the rules
of the game. Usually one child will outline for the others the expectations
of how to play the game. Why do children need to learn the value of fair-
ness?

To appreciate the opportunity of relationships. “That’s not fair!” is
usually heard when someone doesn’t get their way. So it would seen that
the earliest idea of fairness is based on selfish perspective. Overcoming
our selfish interests to fairly consider others is an important building
block in relationships at home, school, and play.

To see the need for rules. All organized sports have rules and depend on
their consistent application. Imagine a game of basketball where there
are no rules. People would get hurt. The ball would travel up and down
the court in the hands of whoever grabbed it. The game would make no
sense how would you keep score? The enjoyment of observing or partici-
pating in a game is quickly spoiled when someone breaks the rules. Only
when each team has a fair shot at winning does the victory bring pleasure.
In this sense, rules bring predictability and security.

To understand the need and benefits of cooperation. Our country was
founded on the concept that all people are created equal. Fairness de-
mands that equal opportunity be possible for everyone. Fairness values
the borders between our rights and the others’ rights and helps us to ap-
preciate the privileges we enjoy.

Age Requirements
4K/Child Development — 4 yrs. old on or before September 1, 2009
Kindergarten — 5 yrs. old on or before September 1, 2009
First Grade — 6 yrs. old on or before September 1, 2009

Child's Legal Birth Certificate
Proof of Parent’'s Residencefp
(Current electric bill in parent’s name plus another document with Matching Address)

SC Certificate of Immunization (prior to the beginning of school)
