Everyday Math Online Games
Math games are important to reinforce skills and concepts, practice basic math facts,
and apply problem-solving strategies. Research has shown mastery of mathematical
concepts and skills comes with repeated exposure and practice, not after just one
lesson. Repeated practice enables children to make new connections and build on the
mathematical content they already know while gradually learning more difficult and
challenging content. Think of this process as climbing a spiral staircase — with each
twist of the stairs, the previous steps can be seen, but you are farther and higher.
